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aithful Builders

“Oh give thanks to the Lord; call upon his name;

make known his deeds among the peoples!
Sing to him, sing praises to him;
tell of all his wondrous works!
Glory in his holy name;
let the hearts of those who seek the Lord rejoice!”
(Psalm 105:1-3, ESV)

We rejoice in the Lord for Chinese Baptist Church
of Coral Springs (CBCCS)’s 30th anniversary celebration.
In the past 30 years the Lord has called his children to
build this church. Over the years there were milestones
to celebrate, and events that have made us sorrowful.
Some of us witnessed the church buildings being built
from the ground up, the calling and ordination of pasto-
ral staffs, and ministry growth. There were moments of
sorrow when two separate groups of church members
left the church, and when Pastor Linus Lau got sick and
later went to be with the Lord. The church also went
through a global pandemic that affected everyone. Yet,
the Lord watches and protects his church. CBCCS has
slowly come out of the shadow of the pandemic and is
rebuilding herself. God’s work is marvelous and his faith-
fulness and steadfast love endures forever!

When | was living in Minnesota, | saw some real-
ly nice Tudor style houses that had steep roof and classic
looks. Some of these houses were 80 to 90 years old but
they were beautiful houses. | asked my realtor friend,
“Are these houses safe or good? Should | not consider
these old houses when looking for a house?” Her answer
enlightened me! She said, “As long as the house is struc-
turally sound, the old houses are safe and good houses
to consider buying.” As we celebrate the church’s 30th
year anniversary, | will ask myself some questions, “Is
CBCCS spiritually sound and healthy? Is our congregation
growing spiritually? Is CBCCS a ‘good’ church? Will it be
around 30 years from now when | may not be around?”

This year, | have been preaching from Nehemiah.
Meditating on the messages from Nehemiah, | am able
to better understand the health of our church. Nehemiah
was a faithful builder and a gifted leader. What did he
do? What principles can we learn from this servant of
God? There are seven principles that we can learn from
Nehemiah.

First, God’s people need a godly vision. Nehemi-
ah saw a vision from God. It was through his Jewish
brothers that he learned about the dire conditions of
Jerusalem — the city walls were destroyed and the city
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gates were broken. He was saddened by the terrible situ-
ation in Jerusalem. The vision from Jerusalem personally
impacted him. | believe that it was God who placed the
rebuilding idea in Nehemiah’s mind and heart.

God works through his children. He provides vi-
sion and mission to them. In the beginning it was Pastor
Kwong-Wah Lau and a group of brothers and sisters who
started and laid a good foundation for the church. Then
it was Pastor Linus Lau and brothers and sisters who
faithfully shepherded this church for another 13 years.
Now, the mission of the church has been passed on to
our generation.

A church needs to have a clear and focused vi-
sion and mission. Five years ago the pastoral staff caught
a new vision from the Lord. We are excited to lead the
church on a journey to make disciples who make disci-
ples. We want to regroup and refocus our effort to fulfill
this new vision from God. Today, we are making few ba-
by steps by introducing life groups and community
groups ministry, and the Journey group discipleship min-
istry. We want the whole church to be intentionally
equipping and reproducing disciples. A godly vision is
important and it will lead CBCCS to be a healthy and
growing church.

Second, a healthy church prays. Nehemiah faced
a monumental task of rebuilding Jerusalem with limited
people and resources. Furthermore, there were enemies
of Jews who did not want them to become strong and
prosperous. The Jews’ enemies would take every oppor-
tunity to destroy the rebuilding work. Nehemiah surely
felt the pressure and challenges from within and with-
out. Every time Nehemiah faced a difficult situation, he
would pray asking God for wisdom and help. God lis-
tened to his prayers. Prayer was a main theme in Nehe-
miah!

We pray, not only asking God for something, but
we trust God for his provision, protection, and for every-
thing the church needs. As we continue to build our
church, the pressure and challenges will always be there.
When we pray and trust God, we do not need to be
afraid. The church body should remember to pray regu-
larly. We will pray at home, at church, and in our small
groups. We will share with one another when God an-
swers our many prayers. Do you have a personal faith
story to tell others? You will find many faith stories and
testimonies in this 30th anniversary special edition of the
Light of Coral Springs. | strongly believe that when we
pray and work in coming years, as we continue serving
and trusting the Lord, we will have more testimonies to
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share for His glory.

Third, all God’s people worked together with
one heart. Nehemiah examined the city walls and gates,
then he shared his vision and told the people of Judah to
join in rebuilding the wall of Jerusalem. They agreed,
“Let us rise up and build”(Neh. 2:18). The people of
Judah, every family, built part of the wall. It was a much
to be desired picture of God’s people working together
as one body.

Church is a community or gathering of believers.
First Corinthians 12:13-14 says, “For in one Spirit we
were all baptized into one body—dJews or Greeks,
slaves or free—and all were made to drink of one
Spirit. For the body does not consist of one member
but of many.”” All members are connected to the body
where Christ is the head. The Spirit gives spiritual gifts to
every member of the body so that it can be built up, and
He guides the members of the Body so they can live ac-
cording to Christ’s teachings. The Bible teaches that eve-
ry believer is like a priest who serves the Lord. We can
serve individually or together with our life groups or
community groups. A healthy church is when every
member serves one another out of love.

Fourth, a healthy church cares and loves its peo-
ple. When Nehemiah rebuilt Jerusalem, he cared very
much for the needs of people of Judah. There were many
poor and needy Jews. They didn’t have money for food.
Nehemiah helped to solve their problems and correct
the injustices in the community.

At our church, we want everyone to be loved
and cared for. We want every congregation member to
belong in a life group or community group where every-
one in the church is cared for and loved. Through our life
groups and community groups we want to intentionally
show God’s love to the members of the body and to peo-
ple in the community. We want CBCCS to continue to be
a place where we all feel belong to a family and are
loved. By loving one another others may know that we
are Christ’s disciples.

Fifth, a healthy Christian community honors
God’s Word. After the city walls and gates rebuilding
projects were done, Nehemiah continued to rebuild the
people of Judah. Ezra read God’s Word to all the people
gathered. They listened to and understood God’s Word.
They had a strong desire to obey God’s Word. Conse-
quently, they experienced repentance, revival, and joy.

God’s Word is necessary for building up the body

of Christ. Second Timothy 3:16-17 says, “All Scripture is
breathed out by God and profitable for teaching, for re-
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proof, for correction, and for training in righteousness,
that the man of God may be complete, equipped for every
good work.” It is the responsibility of the church to teach
sound doctrine, and to help its members understand it,
and apply it in their lives. God’s Word is authoritative
and transformative so that every believer will honor and
obey it. A healthy church grounds itself in God’s Word.

Sixth, a healthy community is holy. To be holy is
to be set apart from the world (or separated from sins).
For God’s people, to be holy is to live in obedience to
God’s Word and not follow the way of the world. After
Nehemiah heard the report from his brothers about the
ruined conditions in Jerusalem, he felt the need to con-
fess his own sin, sin of his family and sin of his people. He
acknowledged the dreadful situation his people experi-
enced was due to their disobedience to God, and he con-
fessed their sins to God. Later on, when Ezra read the
Law in public, the Jews felt the need to repent for their
transgressions. They repented of their sins and there was
a strong desire to connect to God and to obey Him.

Through Sunday preaching, life groups or com-
munity groups Bible studies, or the Journey discipleship
groups, we will be intentional in using God’s Word to
help our brothers and sisters to be holy and to walk with
God. We are a body of Christ and the church must be
holy because God is holy.

Seventh, a healthy community worships God.
The people of Judah were God’s chosen people. God
promised their ancestors He would bless them and
watch over them if they would obey His commandments.
God had a long lasting and loving relationship with them
(covenantal relationship). They were to proclaim His holy
name, love Him, obey the Law, and serve Him. Worship-
ing God should have been at the center of the lives of
Judah’s people.

CBCCS exists to worship the Lord. We want to
proclaim God’s holy name and make Him known to peo-
ple of all nations. We want people of the world to know
Christ and worship Him. We will fulfill this mission by
making disciples who make disciples.

We praise God that He has done many wondrous
works in and through CBCCS. We want to continue to
glorify God, experience Him, and proclaim Him. We,
God'’s children, are called to continue building this
church. Through the seven spiritual principles we have
learned from Nehemiah, | pray that the Lord will bless us
to continue building up a biblical sound and healthy
CBCCS. It is when the spiritual structure of the church is
sound and strong, that we will be able to be relevant and
fruitful for many years to come. To God be the glory!
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It was October 2, 2022. | was sitting comfort-
ably in the cushioned pew chair in the sanctuary, en-
joying the final rehearsal of the praise team before
the start of the Chinese worship service. | looked up
and spotted two banners hanging from the ceiling on
each side of the room in front of the stage. The ban-
ners read “Witnessing to God’s Faithfulness” and has
our church 30th Anniversary logo in the middle of the
banner.

The cool breeze of the powerful water-cooled
air conditioners augmented by the split system air-
conditioning system keep the temperature of the
large sanctuary area steadily comfortable. The sound
of worship music coming over the audio system is
clear, clean and crisp and beckons us to worship. The
comfortably large pew chair can lull the most alert to
fall asleep if allowed sitting there for too long. The
two big screen monitors up front and the relatively

smaller TV monitors along the side walls displayed
the digital countdown to start of the worship service.
The 30th Anniversary banners riding on these sights,
sounds and emotions take my mind back to 30 years
ago like a reverse catapult in time.

The place, the setting, the gadgets and equip-
ment, the gifted co-workers and the circumstances
where we can now assemble and worship together
stand in stark contrast to what we had when we first
started as a mission church back in 1992. | feel com-
pelled to share in finer detail God’s grace and faithful-
ness in our almost 7 years journey of being a travel-
ling gospel mission amid the stops where God taber-
nacled with us. So that those who joined our church
family after God led us build our own church building
would also experience vicariously God’s grace and
faithfulness through this testimony. It is nothing short
of God’s perfect grace and faithfulness alone.
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read that our church was planted as a gospel mission
/in 1992 by the Chinese Baptist Church of Miami (aka
Mother Church). Pastor Kwong Wah Lau of Mother
Church had in his vision of planting a mission church
to minister to people in Broward County. In 1990,
Pastor Kwong Wah Lau submitted such a proposal in
the 5 year plan of Mother Church. The proposal was
ratified by the congregation. Then Pastor Kwong Wah
Lau and his wife sprang to action. Pastor Kwong Wah
Lau accompanied by Mrs. Lau visited many Chinese
families in the Broward County area. They led several
monthly Bible study gatherings in different cities of
Broward County. For two years, this faithful servant
couple worked diligently to lay the groundwork for
this mission church.

In the spring of 1992, Pastor Lau determined
that Coral Springs was the best city for starting this
mission church and that the time was ripe. The mis-
sion church was named Coral Springs Mission. Pastor
Lau contacted local churches in Coral Springs who
were members of the Southern Baptist Convention to
see if they had space to accommodate the Coral
Spring Mission. All the churches Pastor Lau contacted
could not accommodate us. When Pastor Lau con-
tacted Coral Baptist Church at 201 N University Drive,
Pastor Hershel Creasman was very friendly and gra-
cious but his church was also running out of room
herself. However they were renting some classrooms
at Taravella High School for Sunday School classes.
We could piggyback on their rental and use the class-
room there for worship service. Praise God that He
provided the Coral Springs Mission a place to worship
Him on Sunday.

cious to allow growth, easier to set up and had a PA )
system. Every Sunday morning, a few families would
come to school early. They scrubbed and cleaned the
greasy, smudgy cafeteria tables and swivel seats
which smelled French fry and Ketchup. Bibles, hymn
books, electronic keyboard, sound equipment, music
stands etc. were brought in from homes by different
brothers and sisters. They were set up quickly for
worship service. Everything needed to arrive at the
school on time in order for the worship service to
happen punctually and smoothly. Praise our faithful
Father God who gave us faithful brothers and sisters
to serve responsibly in different positions.

The swivel seats in the cafeteria are nothing
more than medium pizza sized metal disks on swivels.
They were welded to the frame of the cafeteria table
in order to endure the brutal wear and tear by high
school students. When someone moved or shifted
the body while sitting on the seat, the swivel would
make loud screeching sound. During service, every-
one would try hard to sit very still and resisted any
urge to move or shift so that one would not make the
embarrassing screeching noise. A snapshot of a wor-
ship service at that time is quite different from wor-
ship service of today. There were no Window Power-
Point to follow during service because it had not been
created and made popular until 2003. We had to sing
from hymn books and had to read from the Bible held
in our hands without smartphone. What a good train-
ing in learning to locate the chapter and verse of the
books in the Bible quickly!

In January 1997, Coral Baptist Church notified
us that they would stop renting Taravella High School
for Sunday School classes in March. Without Coral
Baptist Church renting quite a number of rooms, our
rental of just the cafeteria would not be worthwhile
for the school to open up for us on Sunday. After 5
years of holding worship service at Taravella High
School, we were back on search for a place to hold
worship.

After discussion with Coral Baptist Church

' ary after all their services were finished. This pushed
our worship service schedule to start at 1 pm Sun-
day. Because there were a number of our brothers
and sisters who worked in restaurants and they had
to be at work by 3 pm on Sunday, our service attend-
ance dropped due to the late worship schedule. God
is faithful and has abundant mercy and grace. He
hears our prayers and He comes to the rescue.

After holding worship at 1pm for a short period of
time, a break on our dilemma came. For reasons un-
beknown to us, Coral Baptist Church had a change of
direction in their worship ministry. Instead of hold-
ing multiple services, they combined all their ser-
vices into one service. They moved their service to
the Coral Springs Center for the Arts theatre which
could hold up to 1,400 people. The sanctuary of Cor-
al Baptist Church became vacant on Sunday morn-
ings! When we learned of this news, we quickly se-
cured the agreement by Coral Baptist Church for us
to hold worship service in the morning on Sunday.

We started worship service at Coral Baptist
Church on March 16th 1997. In early June 1998, Cor-
al Baptist Church notified us that they were moving
their worship service back to their church by the end
of the month. This set off a panic alarm. If we stayed
at Coral Baptist Church and hold Sunday afternoon
worship service, it would be detrimental to the
attendance of our congregation. Taravella High
School facility was too large and too costly for us to
rent by ourselves. The yet-to-be-found new location
needed to be in Coral Springs and be easily found by
our congregation (GPS on cellphone became com-
mon much later). Where could we go to hold Sunday
worship at such short notice?

Our own children had attended the Coral

in Coral Springs. It dawned on me that the smaller )
elementary school was just the right size for our pur-
pose because | drove by the school all the time. |
contacted the school and presented our case. The
principal was agreeable to rent the school to us after
she learned that | am a parent of her students. So
the arrangement was made and paperwork was
signed. We started worship service at Coral Park Ele-
mentary on June 28th, 1998.

We stayed at Coral Park Elementary until our
own building was completed in the spring of 1999.
We made our final move and worshipped in our own
new building on March 14th, 1999.

In retrospect, during these 6 years and nine
months, God faithfully provided a place for His peo-
ple to gather and worship Him. We were able to hold
worship services on 352 consecutive Sundays with-
out interruption on someone else’s property in spite
of challenging circumstances. God’s eyes are on the
sparrow, so are His eyes watching over us. He is the
Jehovah Jireh who provides what we need before we
know it. He is El Shaddai — AlImighty God, who is sov-
ereign over all things and circumstances and shape
them for those who trust in Him. We acknowledge
that a building does not make a church just as a
house does not make a family. But what God has
done and continues to do for our church helps us to
assemble as one body and minister to the spiritually
needy under one roof. It gloriously manifests God’s
perfect grace and faithfulness.

e Coral Springs Mission became an independent
church affiliated with Southern Baptist Conven-
tion in 2004. It is named Chinese Baptist Church
of Coral Springs.

e Coral Baptist Church became a megachurch.
They sold the building we temporarily used for
worship to a Catholic church. They built a 10
acres campus by the entrance to Sawgrass Ex-
pressway at the end of Atlantic Blvd. They re-
named the church “Church By the Glades”.

God’s Story at CBCCS (1)

Deacon Alan Chan

Our Church history begins in 1968 when Pas-
tor Kwong Wah Lau, accepted God'’s calling to minis-
ter the Chinese families in South Florida. In June,
1972, a group of faithful brothers and sisters led by
Pastor Lau, constituted the Chinese Baptist Church of
Miami, our Mother Church. “This is My Home”, based
on 1 Timothy 3:15, was our Mother Church’s motto
since the beginning. According to Pastor Lau, home
life is the life that shares love, joy, and pain together
as one family, and home life was the major function
of CBCM. As Eph. 2:19-22 says, God is the architect of
each church, with Christ as the cornerstone, and we
all are members of the household of God, joined to-
gether by the Spirit.

Planting mission churches is a big component
of Southern Baptist Church. In 1990, Pastor Lau en-
couraged CBCM to initiate a mission church in
Broward County within 5 years. Under the leadership
of Pastor Lau, after 2 years of home visits and other
preparation, the Coral Springs Mission officially began
in 1992. We held the first Sunday Service in a class-
room at Taravella High School in June, 1992. There
were close to 50 people attended the first service.
However, most of the people were the members of
TYAF from our mother church. By the second Sunday
service, the attendance had dropped to about 20 peo-
ple (with a few TYAF members left behind).

We moved from the classroom to the school
cafeteria, because of the PA system. A few families
would come early every Sunday morning before the
service and cleaned all the tables and chairs. Other
members would carry boxes of hymn books
(PowerPoint were not available at that time) and
sound equipment every week. They would setup, tear
down, and bring them home every week. We also
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started a small 6 member’s choir. (Deacon Eddie,
Connie, Pastor Linus, Bonnie SeeMo, Gloria, and me).

In the same year, the Sunday School depart-
ment was established. We started the 9 am Sunday
school for Cantonese adults, Mandarin adults, Youth
and Children. During the first 8 years, Pastor KW Lau,
Deacon Samuel Lee, and Pastor John Lee, would take
turns preaching on different Sundays. We also have
the Sunday Cantonese Bible study meeting at Deacon
Eddie’s house, and the Mandarin Bible study meeting
at Coral Baptist Church.

In 1995, Luke, Matthew, and John Christian
Youth fellowship were also founded. Brother Jerry Hu
was the first counselor of the JCYF. The English-
speaking adults would meet at Pastor Dat’s (Brother
Dat at the time) house in Coral Springs after Sunday
services. With the emphasis of “The church is our
home”, once again, Pastor and Mrs. Lau had led us
serving God as one big family. We prayed, wor-
shipped, grown, served, rejoiced, cried and laughed
together.

We also participated in mother church’s
events. We attended Mother Church’s “Family pic-
nic”, “Family retreat”, “Family Musical Night”, Candle-
light services, and JCYF would join CBYF and attend
Ridgecrest summer camp every year.

Pastor KW Lau also led us in multiple Chinese
Gospel Folk Song evangelical events in different loca-
tions such as Orlando, Jacksonville, Tampa, and North
Miami. A large group our brothers and sisters would
join and collaborated in each event serving as one big
family and there were hundreds of people attending
each event.

We also started our own Christmas caroling
team spreading the Good News of Jesus and distribut-

ed gospel tracts to the Chinese restaurant’s employ-
ees and customers in Broward County every Christ-
mas Eve. At the end of the night, we would join with
our mother church’s team and celebrate Christmas
together over dinner. This tradition has been carried
on all these years.

We held our Sunday Services at Taravella High
School for 5 years, Coral Baptist Church old building
for 1 year, and the Coral Park elementary school for 1
year. In 1995, God granted us the vision to build His
building. At the time, we had less than 100 members,
but we started the project based on Faith. With God’s
blessing, in 1996, we were able to purchase a 3-acre
lot in Coral Springs at half of the market price. In No-
vember 16 1997, Pastor KW Lau led us in the ground
breaking and Thanksgiving ceremony. With God'’s
grace, we were able to complete the building project
in 16 months. In March 14, 1999, we held our Building
Dedication Service and Thanksgiving service outdoor.
We had rented a big tent to accommodate 600 peo-
ple. We continued building God’s household in the
next 8 years. We started our own Family picnic
events, Children Vacation bible schools (VBS), Family
Musical Night, and Children Christmas Musical.

In Oct 2000, Brother Linus Lau had accepted
God'’s calling and became a full-time minister at Coral
Springs mission. In 2002, Pastor Linus was ordinated
by CBCM as pastor. 9 am English Sunday service also
started on that year. Dan and Rhoda, Pastor Dat and
Leah, Richard St Louis, Deacon Tony and Meylina
were the first-generation workers for the English min-
istry, serving the JCYF and the English-speaking adults.

In January 4, 2004, Coral Springs Mission was
officially becoming the Chinese Baptist Church of Cor-
al Springs, and Pastor Linus was called to be the first
Senior Pastor of CBCCS on the same day. LSCF was
also founded on that year. Ms. Cathy became the full
time Director of Children Ministry. We also started
many of our own evangelical events. Thank God for
our brothers, sisters and our children whom were gift-

ed in Gospel drama, and musical events. The whole
church would serve as one family in supporting those
events every time.

As God continued to multiply the number of
the saved among us, God granted us the vision to
start the second phase Education building project.
Pastor Linus led us in the second phase building
ground breaking Service in Oct 16, 2005. With God’s
abundant grace and provision, we were able to com-
plete the 2 million plus dollars projects in 2 years
without borrowing money from the bank. The Educa-
tion building project provided the facility for our
evangelism training, bible teachers training, and other
classes for Christian educations. In Dec 16 2007, we
held our Phase 2 Education Building Dedication
Thanksgiving Worship Service.

God had provided many faithful servants in
building CBCCS. Every part of our church was built by
our brothers and sisters whom all served God faithful-
ly at different time, at different positions, with love,
patience, and perseverance from God.

We thank God for sending Pastor KW Lau to
plant and build CBCCS for the first 10 years. We also
thank God for giving us Pastor Linus as our senior pas-
tor for the second decade. Pastor Linus set 4 Ws:
Worship, Word, Welcome, and Witness to be our
church’s mission. He also coached us in training,
equipping, evangelism, growth, and church planting.
Although both pastors are gone with the Lord, but
their lives were stirring testament of God’s sustaining
grace.

This grace is given to all God’s children so that
they can be like Apostle Paul in any situation, he could
say “I can do all things through Him who strengthens
me” (Phil. 4:13). What they have left behind in God’s
story at CBCCS were the heritage of faithfulness that
inspires and encourages us to also be faithful serving
our Lord. We are all part of the God’s Story at CBCCS.
May we all be able to leave a faithful testament in the
story of CBCCS.
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When Jesus said in Matthew 16:18 “I will
build my Church, and the gates of hell will not prevail
A against it”, he was anticipating opposition to the
A growth of the Church.

This year we celebrate 30 years of God’s faith-
fulness building and using His church at Coral Springs
for His glory. We also celebrate the birth of the global
Church in Acts 2, more than 2000 years ago. Since that
time, Christ has been building the global Church, day-
by-day, enduring oppositions and persecutions against
the Church.

The Lord allowed this church building to be
completed in March, 1999. But long before this build-
ing existed, God was already building His Church.

CBCCS began in 1992 with 20 faithful people
committed to one another and to the Lord. To grow a
church with 20 people is a challenging task. Everyone
labored and everyone served faithfully for the cause of
Christ.

Jesus said to a faithful servant in Matthew
25:21, “You have been faithful with a few things; | will
d put you in charge of many things.”

Through the faithfulness of 20 people, God
chose to entrust them with more. The church grew to a
peak attendance of over 400 people in the second dec-
ade of its existence.

The growth of the church came from true Wor-
ship, a devotion to the Word, a loving Welcome of all
who came through the doors of the church, and a com-
mitment to Witnessing the power of the Gospel of
Christ to others. Some planted the seeds of the Gospel,
others watered, and God gave the increase.

As the church grew, participation and giving to
mission increased. Eternal investments were made to
mission in Asia, southeast Asia, and to the unreached
people around the world through the Southern Baptist
International Missions Board.

A Bible study group was started in West Palm
and this became the West Palm Mission congregation,
which held its first Sunday service in 2010.

However, the work of the Gospel, the further-
ance of God’s kingdom is never without opposition.

This church represents a small local body in the
global Church of Christ. God will continue to use this
church for his purposes as we remain faithful to pre-
serve and spread the good news of Jesus Christ.

We may have personal setbacks, but Christ’s Church is
invincible.

Good morning everyone. My name is Cassan-
dra Niu. | was asked to share with you all about the
blessings I've received from being a part of this
church. To be honest, when | was first asked to share,
| laughed because | wouldn’t think of myself as some-
one who has eloquent words to elaborate on the
blessings from our church. The majority of what |
could remember about growing up here is just being a
carefree kid, having fun, looking forward to the next
church event so | could hang out with my friends and
maybe even learn a bit about Jesus here and there.

But as | prayed over it, | felt the Lord impress
on me that He values my perspective especially be-
cause it is told from the eyes of a child. I'm giving
away my age here, but this ministry is only 1 year old-
er than me. This church played a large part in forming
my identity, giving me security in Jesus, and providing
me a community to learn from, lean on, and partner
with from a very young age.

Like so many of us “chickadees” who grew up
here, Ms. Cathy was one of the first people | remem-
ber investing heavily in me. Ms. Cathy always took us
kids in even if there was no official programming for
us. We weren’t her kids, but in a sense, we were. She
assigned us jobs to help her with which gave us a
sense of pride and ownership in being at church. She
fed us snacks and gave us fun crafts to make and
games to play. She taught us songs and stories | still
remember to this day and now repeat to my own chil-
dren. The foundational truths she taught us of who
Christ is and who | am in Him rings loud in my heart
today even as an adult because of her investment in
me. And what an even added blessing of seeing her do
the same thing with my children.

| will forever be thankful to God for the peo-
ple who invested in me during my adolescent years. |
remember every Friday night after fellowship, one
youth volunteer would pack his sedan like a clown car
full of high schoolers and treat us to chicken wings
week after week. He paid for every meal and dropped
each of us back home every time. He did this for years
and this is where our friendships grew, but it was also
where we felt comfortable enough to bring up ques-
tions about our faith and how it applies to our life as
teenagers.

Another youth leader that discipled me would
ask me deep and hard questions every week. As terri-
fying as it was, | see that this was their way to make
sure someone was asking me the hard questions
about following Christ and if | was truly putting Him
first in my life.

Spirituality aside, they showed me what it
looks like to rally a group of people together to share
a meal or play a game for the sake of building up com-
munity. They taught me how to encourage others and
be a friend that showed up like sending me care pack-
ages while | studied for exams and bringing my friends
to cheer me on at school performances. The invest-
ment these two people made in me as a teenager
played an important role in helping me have a firm
belief in God before | left the nest.

| know the time | went away for college
shouldn’t count, but this church also blessed me dur-
ing my university years. Yes, those college care pack-
age toilet rolls definitely saved me more than once,
but it's more than that. This strong community | grew
up seeing helped me to choose a strong ministry on
campus to continue growing my faith. Not only that,
this church helped to give me the framework of what
an Asian American community looks like and how God
works in ethnic specific community. With that
knowledge and experience from this church, | was
able to help start the first Asian American bible study
group on campus that is still engaging students in
God’s Word even today at FSU 9 years later!

When | transitioned back home as a young
adult, YAF did a couple things that taught me how to
contribute more to the church body and helped me in
my personal life. We cooked dinner together as a
small group in different homes and had bible study
while we ate. Aside from the cooking tricks | learned,
it taught me a way to live life with community outside
of just church on Sunday and it gave me the courage
to open my home more regularly. We also went
through a financial course that teaches biblical money
principles. As someone who was just beginning to
earn my own money, it was so helpful to have a prac-
tical method of stewarding my money well not only
for my security, but for the health of my relationships
and ultimately for the glory of God. It gave us a space
to talk about a personal subject like finances and even
accountability with one another.

Later on, the young couple's small group start-
ed as we saw more couples emerge and get married. |
look at this time with such fondness because there
were such sweet friendships forged during that time
of studying the bible, going through studies about bib-
lical marriages, and how finances affect our marriages.
These studies gave us the language and words to com-
municate with our spouses that my husband and | still
use to this day. And it has empowered us to encour-
age others in their marriages.
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Our English ministry currently has community groups. In the past we hosted a group in our home. It was
a blessing to have an intergenerational group with people that we wouldn’t normally invite over. | was encour-
aged to see their faith as they walked through different seasons of life than me. Only a couple weeks ago a new
group began meeting before our kids’ bedtime and all the young families have flocked to this group. It feels like
we have taken turns missing some weeks due to nap troubles or sickness, but this group has been so flexible
with timing and location to accommodate our families and has made me feel like we are not alone in this chaotic

season of raising littles.

All throughout the almost 30 years of my time in this church, | have seen God’s faithfulness again and
again through you, the church body. Through every stage of my life, this community has either taught me, held
me up, or partnered with me in sharing God’s love with others. As we celebrate the anniversary of this church |
pray that you too can also recognize God’s faithfulness in your life through this ministry. May we continue to ex-
perience God'’s faithfulness together and continue to build up the body of Christ for His glory for many genera-

tions to come.

God’s Vision, Christ’s Mission

The theme of our 30th anniversary celebration is
God'’s Vision, God’s Grace. To embrace God’s vision for
the church is to embrace Christ’s mission for the church.

Luke 19 gives an account of Zacchaeus seeking
Jesus in a crowd. He was a rich tax collector and an
obvious sinner, whom everyone hated. Everyone
expected Jesus to reject Zacchaeus, but Jesus told him,
“I must stay at your house today” (Luke 19:5). Zacchaeus

received him joyfully and Jesus said to him “Salvation
has come to this house...For the Son of man came to seek
and to save the lost” (Luke 19:9-10).

Christ’s mission was to look for and rescue the
lost, those who would receive his grace of salvation. The
church’s mission likewise should be the same.

In 1940 during the height of World War 2, Hitler’s
war machine seemed invincible and was pushing through
Europe into France and towards the French coast. Across
this coast their goal was to defeat Great Britain. There
were over 200,000 British soldiers and 100,000 French
fighters battling in France and they were being forced to
retreat to the French coastal town of Dunkirk.

The allied troops faced death or capture as they
were being backed up to the shores of France. The Royal
navy only had enough ships to save barely 17,000 people.
Everyone was told to prepare for the worst. The soldiers
losing hope were bracing for defeat at the beach.

While the world waited in despair for the demise
of the troops, across the English Channel and over the
ocean horizon there was a bizarre fleet of boats and
ships that were headed for the French coast. These were
not military boats. This was an armada of every kind of
sea vessel—fishing, tugs, trawlers, sailboats, lifeboats,
pleasure crafts, and island ferries. It was reported even
the America’s Cup challenger, the Endeavor, a racing
sailboat, was headed to the coast of France, for their
rescue.

Historians estimated that this ragtag fleet of
boats saved over 338,000 allied soldiers and returned
them to safety to the shores of England. It was one of the
most remarkable rescue operations in history.

The church is God’s rescue fleet, with a wide
variety of rescue boats and a mixture of all kinds of
people called by God from all walks of life. We are all
vessels that God would like to use in a search and rescue
mission. No matter our past or present life situation, we
have been saved by Christ’s mercy and are called to help
share the love of Christ to a world dying without hope
and eternal security.

Christ’s mission to rescue the lost is also the
Church’s mission. May God continue his grace upon
Chinese Baptist Church of Coral Springs to seek and save
the lost through the glorious Gospel of Jesus Christ.
