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Deacon Calling Testimony

Zhonghua Wu

I was born and raised in mainland China and received an atheistic education since | was
young. Before coming to the United States for my postgraduate studies, | knew little
about God and the Bible. However, by God's grace, | came to know Jesus and accepted
Christ as my Savior as a student at the University of Wisconsin-Madison. Since | became
a Christian, through attending church worship, Sunday school, Bible study, fellowship,
and personal spiritual devotion, the word of God has continuously revealed the truth to
me and deepened my understanding of God. | believe that the Lord is the only true God
in the universe, He is spirit, full of glory, righteousness, love, and do not change. God
created the world, created man and woman, and gave them the responsibility to govern
the world. However, the first ancestors (Adam and Eve) sinned and fell, and all humanity
fell short of God's glory. Yet, God loved the world so much and sent His only Son, Jesus
Christ, to come into the world to save sinners. He humbled himself and was crucified on
the cross and rose again after three days. Jesus is the way, the truth, and the life. Whoever
believes in Him shall not perish but have their sins forgiven, justified by faith, and will be
with God in heaven forever.

Knowing and experiencing God is the most important thing in my life. Since becoming a
believer, | have strived to trust God when facing various life circumstances. | am thankful
that God has constantly watched over and guided me, helping me experience His grace
and presence. When | look back on my faith journey, the word of God has gradually
transformed my life. | used to pursue worldly fame and enjoyment, but now | understand
that the purpose of my life is to glorify God and find joy in Him. Therefore, | aspire to seek
God's will in my daily life and please Him in every way.

In 2009, my family moved to Broward County. We began regularly attending services and
gatherings at the Chinese Baptist Church of Coral Springs. Through church life, | got to
know many brothers and sisters and established good relationships with them in the Lord.
They also provided me with strong spiritual support, helped me deepen my understanding
of God and build my commitment to the church. Since then, | have been involved in
various ministries within the church, such as small groups, Matthew Fellowship, Chinese
worship service, and church visitation and care. These experiences have helped me
understand the spiritual significance of the church and its missions, and clarify the
purpose and value of serving in the church as a disciple. The church is the body of Christ
and is “the fullness of him who fills everything in every way” (Ephesians 1:23, NIV). The
primary mission of the church is to proclaim the Gospel and make disciples. As stated in
the Great Commission given by Jesus, “Therefore go and make disciples of all nations,
baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and the Holy Spirit, and teaching
them to obey everything | have commanded you. And surely | am with you always, to the
very end of the age” (Matthew 28:19-20). The church is also the spiritual home for
Christians in the world, with Jesus Christ as its head. Our purpose in serving is to build up
the body of Christ so that Jesus can fulfill His will through our service.
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Since | heard the call from the church leaders to be one of the church deacons, | have
prayed to God many times, seeking His will and assurance for my future serving direction
in the church. | am grateful that God has answered my prayers. On various occasions,
including Sunday worship and Sunday school, my heart was touched by God, and |
discerned the calling that He placed upon me. I realize that becoming a church deacon to
build the body of Christ is a great honor because God is full of glory, and the Father
almighty calls His children to serve Him and build up the Church to fulfill His purpose. For
the Scripture says, “After this | looked, and there before me was a door standing open in
heaven. And the voice | had first heard speaking to me like a trumpet said, ‘Come up here,
and | will show you what must take place after this’ ” (Revelation 4:1).

In addition, God has given His children authority, eternal hope, and a great mission. “But
you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people belonging to God,
that you may declare the praises of him who called you out of darkness into his wonderful
light” (1 Peter 2:9). As a disciple of Jesus, | recognize that serving as a deacon to expand
God’s kingdom is a worthy pursuit in my life, as His kingdom is exceedingly abundant, and
the hope and glory are immense and eternal. Furthermore, recently | have faced several
challenges in my daily life. | have learned to seek God’s help humbly according to His will.
Thank God! He has helped me, strengthening my faith, and giving me peace in my heart.
| have experienced His grace and witnessed His power and faithfulness. Therefore, | am
willing to respond to God's calling with faith.

Meanwhile, | realize that it is a significant responsibility to serve as a deacon in the church.
As God'’s household is the church of the living God, the pillar and foundation of the truth
(1 Timothy 3:15), what God entrusts to a deacon of the church is not only to complete
various tasks but also to help the church move in the right direction spiritually and fulfill
its mission. So, | must constantly remind myself to stand firm in truth through the Holy
Spirit, wholeheartedly seeking God's will and not relying on my own will and opinions.
Admittedly, | have experienced some setbacks and discouragement while serving in the
church in the past. Yet, the word of God often encourages me to turn my heart to Him.
Just as the apostle Paul wrote, “Therefore, my dear brothers, stand firm. Let nothing
move you. Always give yourselves fully to the work of the Lord, because you know that
your labor in the Lord is not in vain” (1 Corinthians 15:58). May the word of God continue
to encourage and strengthen me as | aspire to persevere and remain steadfast.

Jesus taught His disciples multiple times to have a selfless mindset in following and
serving Him. “Then Jesus said to his disciples, ‘If anyone would come after me, he must
deny himself and take up his cross and follow me’” (Matthew 16:24). | am deeply aware
that | am a sinner saved by God's grace. At times, | feel spiritually weak, and stumble and
fall into sin. There are many areas for me to improve such as in personal spiritual growth
as well as in handling challenging issues. Also, | need to continuously grow my
relationships with God and the people around me. Hence, | pray to God to enable me to
imitate Jesus and serve with humility, develop more spiritual gifts, and stand firm in the
faith. More importantly, may God often remind me that my serving in the church is not
for my fame but solely for the glory of God.
